During the process of inventory of damaged items, a small amount of mold
growth was discovered on some of the damaged sheet-music books and
instruments (cello, chimes and violin) located in the Orchestra storage
room. This room experienced the majority of the overhead water flow
directly from the damaged pipe above over an extended period of time.

The damaged books and instruments were bagged and removed from the
school.
